INSTRUCTIONS FOR ASSEMBLING THE INTERIOR OF
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Before You Begin:

Follow this sequence of construction (and not the ‘original’ sheet) to fit the new resin interior into the MOONBUS. 

Assemble the parts ‘dry’ (before gluing) to get a feel of what goes where.

This sheet has been written in the style of the original Aurora instruction sheet, and where possible the original names of parts have been retained.

Assembly: (follows sequence in kit instructions)

1. Cement  RIGHT BODY SIDE (4) to RIGHT SIDE of BOTTOM OF BODY (1) and repeat for LEFT SIDE (5). Then Cement REAR DOOR PANEL (I) to BODY BACK (10) (to cover over the ‘old’ detail)… and cement complete BODY BACK to the BOTTOM OF BODY and RIGHT and LEFT BODY SIDES.

2. Cement FLOOR SUPPORTS (44 front & rear)  and (26 center) to slots in BOTTOM OF BODY (1). Then cement REAR  FLOOR (A) to FLOOR SUPPORTS,  followed by FORWARD FLOOR (B) over the front ‘gear well’. Cement REAR BULKHEAD (K) to the join where FLOOR parts (A) and (B) meet (raised detail side faces the rear of the model).  Then cement the FORWARD BULKHEAD (J) into place (just behind the Pilot seats – the chest pack detail faces front).  Glue LEFT BAY INSIDE (G) into the gap between the two BULKHEADS, and then likewise glue the ‘RIGHT BAY INSIDE’ (H) into place. 

Assembly (continued):

3. Cement FOUR of the 6 REAR SEATS (55) To FLOOR (A)… and USE TWO of the 6 Seats as PILOT’s seats on FORWARD FLOOR (B) 

4. Cement RIGHT CARGO (L) and LEFT CARGO (M) to the raised FLOOR Platforms, just behind the REAR BULKHEAD (K)
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5. No longer applies, as the ‘motor’ is part of the new LEFT CARGO (M).

6. to 11 … As Moebius kit instruction sheet.

12. No longer applies.

13. As Moebius kit instruction sheet … except the LEFT and RIGHT FORWARD CABIN WALL (17) & (18) are to be CUT DOWN IN LENGTH Measure, then cut off and keep the forward-most 19mm from each. (Discard the remainder)

14. As Moebius kit instruction sheet.

15. Cement LEFT & RIGHT GLASS RETANERS (D) inside the ROOF over the window apertures*,so that the Window ‘Sill’ is slightly below the bottom edges of the window apertures. To fit ROOF ARCHES (46), trim small amounts at a time from both ends of each arch so that the (altered) ribbed ceiling arches fit neatly between the NEW resin side glass retainers.  *If desired cut window ‘glass’  from thin clear plastic sheet (not supplied).

16.  As Moebius kit instruction sheet.

(Optional) Cut out forward and rearward facing Thruster Holes into the side top corners of parts  (13) & (14)

large enough to accommodate the  ‘new resin THRUSTERS’ (O) Glue parts in place inside, behind the cut out holes. 

17.  Glue the ‘outboard facing’ THRUSTER GROUP (N) X2  inside of both (13) & (14) over the existing apertures. Fit the ‘new’ resin parts ‘SIDE FORWARD RETAINERS’ (blanked out windows)  (F) onto the top of the Resin REAR FLOOR side walls (A) such that parts (F) are in contact with the rearward bulkhead (K) and also that the assembled ROOF with SIDE GLASS RETAINERS (D) fitted will fit in place comfortably.  

Now Cement BAY OUTSIDES  (13) & (14) to LEFT AND RIGHT sides of body, so that they sit over the FORWARD RETAINERS (blanked out windows)  (F).

The ‘standing’ astronaut can be ‘fully space-suited’ by fitting the CHEST/BACKPACK (P).  Removing the figure’s head will allow the body to accommodate one of the HELMETS (Q).   Place the remaining HELMETS (Q) into the Flight Deck and Passenger cabin areas as desired.

18 - 20. As Moebius kit instructions (step 19 is optional as ‘windscreens’ were not apparent on the movie model).
